Whiplash Group Speaker Agreement
This Speaker Agreement ("Agreement") is entered into by and between Dr. R. Jay Shetlin and HWS/The Whiplash Group, LLC ("Event Organizer") and the undersigned speaker ("Speaker").

1. Scope and Relationship
This Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions under which Speaker will provide speaking and/or recorded presentation services for an Event organized by the Event Organizer. Speaker is engaged as an independent contractor, and nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create an employer–employee, partnership, or joint venture relationship.

2. Event Details
Speaker agrees to participate in the following Event:
· Event Name: Personal Injury and Practice Success (2026)
· Event Date: 
· Format: Live event and/or recorded presentation

3. Compensation
Our smaller events do not offer compensation.  It is a voluntary teaching opportunity.  However, we recommend you connect with a sponsor (your company or another company that will help cover your travel, lodging, and honorarium.
At our large events, we offer compensation ONLY for our Keynote speaker(s). If you have a sponsor that can compensate better, we are happy to offer them a free table/booth in the vendor area.  Our speaker compensation for keynote speakers are:
· Honorarium: $2,500.00
· Travel and Lodging Reimbursement: Up to $1,200.00 (with reasonable documentation)

Payment terms:
· Fifty percent (50%) of the honorarium is paid sixty (60) days prior to the Event.
· The remaining honorarium balance, approved travel and lodging expenses, and any continuing education ("CE") expenses are due within 1 week post day on the Event date.

3. Speaker Responsibilities and Privacy
Speaker agrees to the following:
· Provide accurate professional credentials for Event introductions and promotional materials.
· Meet all program-related deadlines (including slides, handouts, and A/V requests) as reasonably requested by the Event Organizer, unless otherwise waived in writing.
· Use only Event Organizer–provided presentation templates, logos, and branding materials in accordance with branding guidelines and solely in connection with Event Organizer programs.
· Conduct themselves in a professional, respectful, and civil manner and in accordance with the Event Organizer’s Code of Ethics.
The Event Organizer agrees not to disclose Speaker information beyond what Speaker has authorized for Event-related purposes.

4. Intellectual Property and Media Rights
4.1 Speaker Materials
· Speaker retains ownership of all original materials created by Speaker.
· Speaker grants the Event Organizer a non-exclusive, worldwide, royalty-free license to use, reproduce, distribute, and display Speaker materials solely in connection with the Event and related educational or promotional content.
4.2 Event Recordings and Likeness
Speaker grants the Event Organizer and its agents a royalty-free, perpetual license to use Speaker’s name, image, likeness, voice, biographical information, quotes, photographs, and recorded content in any lawful media related to the Event and related offerings.
Speaker acknowledges participation is voluntary and releases the Event Organizer from any claims arising from the capture or use of such media.
Speaker agrees that no approval rights are required for the use of Event-related media containing Speaker content.

5. Representations and Warranties
Speaker represents and warrants that:
· Speaker has the requisite knowledge, skill, and experience to deliver the presentation.
· Presentation materials are accurate to the best of Speaker’s knowledge and do not infringe upon any third-party rights.
· Speaker has obtained all necessary permissions and licenses for any third-party materials used.
· Presentation content contains nothing defamatory, unlawful, or inappropriate.

6. Equipment and Technical Requirements
The Event Organizer shall make reasonable efforts to provide:
· Reliable wireless internet access
· Wireless lapel microphone (required for rooms exceeding approximately 30 attendees)
· Sound system adequate for voice amplification and audio/video playback
· Portable speaker capable of Bluetooth or auxiliary connection, if required
Speaker may provide personal equipment upon prior notice.

7. Non-Exclusivity
This Agreement is non-exclusive. Speaker may engage in other professional activities provided they do not directly conflict with or materially interfere with obligations under this Agreement.

8. Term and Termination
This Agreement is effective for the specific Event described herein and terminates upon completion of all obligations.
8.1 Cancellation
· Should extenuating circumstances arise, (travel complications due to weather, sickness, family tragedy, etc.) Either Party may cancel with at least seventy-two (72) hours’ written notice prior to the Event.
· Deposit must be refunded to HWS/WG if cancelled by the speaker.
· If the Event Organizer cancels without sufficient notice, the Event Organizer is responsible for non-refundable travel or lodging expenses incurred by Keynote speaker. (All other speakers, it is recommended to have refundable tickets or travel insurance).
· If Speaker cancels and cannot present in person or virtually, Speaker agrees to refund any prepaid deposit.

10. Indemnification
Each Party agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the other from any claims, damages, losses, or expenses arising from its own acts, omissions, or breach of this Agreement.

11. Dispute Resolution
Any dispute arising under this Agreement shall be resolved by binding arbitration. The arbitrator shall be mutually selected. Each Party shall bear its own attorney’s fees, and arbitration costs shall be shared equally.

12. Governing Law
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state in which the Speaker resides, together with applicable federal law.

13. Force Majeure
Neither Party shall be liable for failure or delay in performance due to events beyond reasonable control, including acts of God, natural disasters, or civil unrest.

14. Modifications
This Agreement may be modified only by a written document signed by both Parties. Scheduling of Speaker recording by the Event Organizer constitutes acceptance of this Agreement.

15. Counterparts and Assignment
This Agreement may be executed in counterparts and shall bind the Parties and their respective heirs, successors, and assigns.
